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Among the 4,000 were teachers, assistants and priests, who boarded the steam
ship "Habana" in Santurtzi, the port for Bilbao, bound for Southampton. From
there they were distributed in colonies all over Great Britain.

Eventually, most of them returned to their families, but some 250 remained in the UK,
where they rebuilt their lives. Few of those 4,000 survive to tell their story.

BCA’'37UK-Euskadi with the help of the Basque Government through Gogora the
Institute for Memory, Coexistence and Human Rights, are pleased to present two
important books that tell of and remember that epic expedition:

“Solo seran tres meses" by Adrian Bell. In its English version* (Only for three
months) it was the first book to narrate the story in its political and sociological context,
supported by many first-hand accounts from interviews with children who remained in
Great Britain.

Its author, Adrian Bell, is an Hispanophile, sociologist, social historian of the Basque
children in Great Britain and a friend of those he interviewed.

"Memories: children remember and are remembered" edited by Natalia
Benjamin. This book is composed of memories written by the ‘children’ themselves
and their families; the families of the teachers and auxilliaries and of the British who
supported them and played such an important role in their exile in Great Britain.
This bilingual book has been compiled and edited by Natalia Benjamin, daughter of a
teacher who cared for the children and is co-founder of BCA'37 UK our sister
organisation.
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BCA'37 Euskadi, was founded a year ago as a sister association to that of the United
Kingdom and is registered as a not for profit organisation with the Basque Government.
We requested the support of the Basque Government, through Gogora , to reprint
these two books and make them available to new audiences, both in the United
Kingdom and in Spain and Euskadi.

The distribution in the UK will be through BCA'37 UK, which is based in the UK.
The two books will be on sale to the public for £10 each plus p&p.
